Fundraising Opportunities

These are some of the suggestions made at the meeting to raise money for the prom:
New suggestions:  Yard sale at the school parking lot.  Venders would pay $25 to set up their own stuff and they keep their own profits.  We would strictly make money on the $25 fees.  This could be done in the Spring and would need approval.  This could be good if advertised well.

Sell raffle tickets at home basketball games.  We could have donated items in a large basket (like the $25 Walmart card).  It was suggested to keep it cheap ($1 per chance) and have everything in the basket donated so ticket sales will be all profit.

Sell deer stew and chili at one home football game.

Sell blank MHS cards with a picture of the school etched on the front.  Michelle Plunk is checking on these.

Sell Halloween t-shirts to the elementary and daycares.  Angie Minga is checking on this.

Junior class to sell t-shirts to grades K-12.  Mrs. Plunk already has artwork done for this.  She will get with Mr. Blackley about the best time to do this without interfering with other t-shirt sales.
Parking Spots at home football games.
10 – 20 parking spots close to the football field will be blocked off and sold for $5 – 10.  These will be sold on a first come first serve basis. We must get approval from Mr. Blackley.  Mr. Troy Thornton will be speaking with him about this fundraiser.  If it is approved, we would like to start this for the Mooreville game this Friday night.  We need parents to volunteer to oversee this.  Mr. Blackley is checking on this at the board meeting.  We will know the day after.  He suggested the area behind the new cafeteria.  It will hold about 50 cars.  He suggested charging $3 instead of $5.
Homecoming: Friday, September 18, 2009

Selling Homecoming Corsages:  We must get approval by Mr. Blackley and also speak with a florist to get the mums. If approved, we need volunteers to assemble them.  Parents were checking with Dan Walton at the ballgame Friday night.  Student input suggested that they would want them by Thursday afternoon so they could be worn at school Friday and at the game that night.  We could also use silk mums instead of real ones.  We need to get started on PREORDERS!
Face painting for the elementary students: This would have to be approved by Mr. Dill and Mr. Blackley.  Students might have to miss some class in order to paint the student’s faces. It would probably be better to do this at the Homecoming game and set up near the gate.   We would need Mr. Blackley’s approval if someone wants to do this.

Mantachie Fest: Saturday, September 19, 2009

Mrs. Bronson Prochaska has informed us that we have been approved to run the dunking booth.  Kelsey Jones’s uncle will provide the booth.  We might still want to see about face painting at the fest.  We could do it on the same spot as the dunking booth.  We will need volunteers to sign up to work at different times during the day at the fest. We will work from 7 am – 5 pm.  Juniors are passing around a sign-up sheet for volunteers to be dunked and to work the booth and do face painting.
Smart Cards
These are small plastic cards the size of a credit card that give discounts to local places of business, like restaurants, specialty shops, car garages for oil changes, etc.  We need someone to check into how these are made and what the profits could be.  Pizza Hut cards are available for $4 and could be sold for $10.  Papa Johns cards are free so selling price would be all profit.  There is a little time required for going through their corporate offices to get the cards printed.  This is still open if anyone wants to pursue this further.
Bake Sale at Walmart

Students can sell baked goods, hotdogs, hamburger, etc., at Walmart.  Walmart will usually match what the students have sold up to $500.00.  We will get more information about this.  They no longer match funds, but said we could use their parking lot any time.  They would also be able to donate a $25 Walmart gift card.  It was suggested that we have a bake sale at the Mantachie banks the day or two before Thanksgiving.  We would offer frozen casseroles and desserts as well as regular sales by the slice or entire cakes/pies.  It was suggested that taking preorders would be beneficial, plus having some extras at the sale.  Michelle Plunk is checking with Sandy Bennett at Bancorp South and Rita Taylor at Farmers and Merchants Bank.
Halloween Dance for Elementary Students Grades 3 -5 

A Halloween Dance has been suggested for elementary students on Saturday, Oct. 31, 2009, from 5 pm to 8 pm.  A price for entrance has not been decided on at this time.  Students could dress up for the dance and we will have some carnival-type games available. Someone needs to check and see if we need city approval and we need to decide where to set up.  If we set up in a business’s parking lot, we will need their approval, also.  There is still interest in doing this.   Parents will take care of asking local businesses to set up a little closer to the parade date.
Road Block

It was suggested that we have a road block at the 4-way stop to take in donations for the prom. We will have to get city approval on this, also.  It was suggested that we do two road blocks, one before Christmas, and one in Feb. or March.  Not much student interest in this, but it is still open if parents want to pursue this.
